Unit Goal(s) (what academic content standards and learning outcomes will this unit address?):

Students will relate digital design to the historical art world and view it as a new art medium rather than its own thing. They will place it in historical context and apply ideas of art criticism. Students will create three works of digital art that all relate back to historical artworks and precedents.

Possible integration: 


Art History – in this unit we deal a lot with the historical aspects of art and how it influences the art today. 

History – a history class could benefit by giving the students more cultural context of what the artists were dealing with in their time periods. 


English – a writing component of how these works relate to them individually would be beneficial. 
Rationale:


 I have felt that the digital design students view themselves as designers or working with “technology” rather than art and artists. I want to infuse the class with historical examples and understanding of how technology and design fits into the timeline of art. I want them to explore the understanding of design as art and Photoshop as just another art medium. 
Essential Questions (provocative, engaging, critical):


What is art? What is design? Are they different can they overlap?

How does technology fit into the art history timeline?


What do my choices in these projects say about me and my ideas of identity and self?

Description of the essential educational content of this unit:

     Title of each lesson and lesson description:

· Lesson One

Title: Rouen Cathedral
Lesson description:


Students will get an overview of some of the Photoshop tools and then look at the Rouen Cathedral series by Monet. They will then use Hue/Saturation, Levels, Color Balance, and Brightness/Contrast to create their own building series. They will take an image and create a series of four images that depict different variations in light.

· Lesson Two

Title: Impressionism
Lesson description:


Students will find an image that they enjoy and turn it into a “painting.” We will discuss Impressionism and what they attempted to do with painting. Then we will discuss and experiment with Artistic filters.  We will be working with layers, the brush tool, and the eyedropper tool to paint a portion of the image. Students will have time to turn their image into an impressionist painting. 
· 2 days
· Lesson Three

Title: Your Regal Portrait
Lesson description:


Students will create a regal portrait of themselves using a found portrait painting and a photo.  The teacher will discuss Portraits and what they entail.  Using knowledge gained from lessons one and two as well as previous tutorials, students will crop their heads out of a photo, turn it into a painting, and paste it into an existing portrait painting.

 Performance-based Objectives: 

· Students will be able to establish a horizon line and a vanishing point
· Students will create a one point perspective in their sketchbooks and be able to discuss perspective using vocabulary words
Performance-based Assessment Strategies:

· Students will receive a sketchbook grade based on:
· Is the one point perspective correct?

· Did they use materials correctly?

· Were they creative in their work?

· Does the craftsmanship show effort?

The grade will be out of 10. 
Age-appropriate Vocabulary:

· Two Dimensional – Objects that are flat and only have Height and Width. 

· Three Dimensional – Objects that are solid and have Height, Width, and Depth. 

· Atmospheric Perspective – uses a change of color and size to show things at different distances from the viewer. 

· Linear Perspective – a mathematical system for creating the illusion of space and distance on a flat surface

· One-Point Perspective – Linear Perspective that contains a horizon line and only one vanishing point

· Horizon Line – Where the sky and ground meet 

· Vanishing Point – The point at which lines converge and everything comes together “disappearing” from our vision

Getting the Classroom Environment Ready:

· Make sure PowerPoint is loaded and working 

· Label 4 different hallway art sites (A, B, C, and D)
Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure:

· This project is to be used during OGT week and will be used as a supplemental activity for my fifth period class. 
· Day One
· Introduce project and objectives via PowerPoint

· Pick groups and assign hallway spots (pulling letters from a hat)

· Students will work on a plan in their sketchbooks and discuss how they want to design their hallway
· Following work days
· During 5A, groups A and C will go out in the hallway and work
· During 5C, groups B and D will go out in the hallway and work

· Whoever is not in the hallway will be working on their chessboard project or on their sketchbook project

· Teacher will split time between the hallway and the art room (take photos of the working students in the hallway as well as discuss plans and perspective)

Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage):

· Teacher might need to take down the hallways after a week or two depending on the hallway and who is using them.

· Students will work in detail and color and create a space for their chessboard to be
· Students will be able to define key terms as well as label elements on a work of art

· Students will turn in their final artwork to be graded based on:

Getting the Classroom Environment Ready:

· Make sure PowerPoint is loaded and working 

· Create teacher example on the board before second class
Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure:

· Day One
· Review PowerPoint

· Introduce project and explain objectives

· Show demo on the board (possibly create new ones before each class if it gets erased)

· Following work days

· Make sure to review notes and key terms

· Apply one point to the chessboard

· Final Day

· Notes quiz

· Students will be allowed to use their notes that they took

· Students that are finished will quietly begin working on finishing their chessboards

Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage):

· Collect quizzes and run them through the scantron
· Collect artwork
· Store art materials in specific bins and cupboards
Closure, Review & Anticipation (what’s next?):

· Relate the three projects and talk about how they fit one point perspective
· Did the class with tape hallways ultimately understand it better and/or do better on the quiz?
Supplemental activity:

· Students can work in their sketchbooks or on other assigned projects
· The final day before Spring Break will be a day that students can take their sketchbooks outside and draw perspectives from real life.
