Students will explore One Point Perspective. They will learn and be able to apply relative vocabulary as well as label a work of art utilizing this vocabulary.

The Third Dimension  







Possible integration: 


Math – This unit could be used in tandem with a math class using measure and drafting techniques. 

Rationale:


One point perspective is on the curriculum pacing chart for Canal Winchester Art Foundations. It gives the students a chance to explore the three dimensional world in a two dimensional medium. My unit is designed to give an overview to everyone but allow for indepth interaction for those students that are not affected by the OGT testing week. 
Essential Questions (provocative, engaging, critical):


How can I best show the third dimension on a two dimensional plane?

How does one point perspective change the way I look at everyday objects?


Does my artwork appear “in space?” Why or why not?
Description of the essential educational content of this unit:

     Title of each lesson and lesson description:

· Lesson One

Title: Sketchbook work
Lesson description:


Students will be introduced to one-point perspective and will begin working in their sketchbooks to create their name in block lettering. They will use the ideas used in the one-point perspective lesson to give their name a sense of depth and space. They will use colored pencils to add color and design. 
· Lesson Two

Title: Tape hallway
Lesson description:


Students will work in groups of 3-4 to create a tape mural on the walls. This will be done during class time and will reinforce the ideas that they learned in lesson one. One group at a time will get a section of wall to create a hallway in. They will only have masking tape and they will be required to create a hallway using one-point perspective. Depending on time restrictions, this will probably only be done by 5th period because they will have extra time due to OGT week. 
· Lesson Three

Title: The chessboard
Lesson description:


Students will draw a fantasy chessboard on a 9”x12” paper. Because chess sets are very customizable, students will be able to make the pieces look however they would like however all pawns will look the same, so will all bishops, etc. This will give them the opportunity to create within the one-point perspective realm with some very distinct rules but also be able to create their own fantasy world of objects. 

They will also be taking a quiz recalling their vocabulary and their ability to label the parts in a perspective.

· Did they use materials correctly?

· Were they creative in their work?

· Does the craftsmanship show effort?

The grade will be out of 10.

Getting the Classroom Environment Ready:

· Make sure PowerPoint is loaded and working 

· Label 4 different hallway art sites (A, B, C, and D)
Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure:

· This project is to be used during OGT week and will be used as a supplemental activity for my fifth period class. 
· Day One
· Introduce project and objectives via PowerPoint

· Pick groups and assign hallway spots (pulling letters from a hat)

· Students will work on a plan in their sketchbooks and discuss how they want to design their hallway
· Following work days
· During 5A, groups A and C will go out in the hallway and work
· During 5C, groups B and D will go out in the hallway and work

· Whoever is not in the hallway will be working on their chessboard project or on their sketchbook project

· Teacher will split time between the hallway and the art room (take photos of the working students in the hallway as well as discuss plans and perspective)

Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage):

· Teacher might need to take down the hallways after a week or two depending on the hallway and who is using them. 
Closure, Review & Anticipation (what’s next?):

· Relate to one point perspective and discuss how it helps them understand their chessboard project

· Students will be able to establish a horizon line and vanishing point and then use converging lines and parallel lines to create their work

· Students will work in detail and color and create a space for their chessboard to be
· Students will be able to define key terms as well as label elements on a work of art
Performance-based Assessment Strategies:

· Students will turn in their final artwork to be graded based on:
· Effort

· Knowledge of one point perspective

· Creativity

· Use of class time

· Students will receive a scantron quiz on their notes

Getting the Classroom Environment Ready:

· Make sure PowerPoint is loaded and working 

· Create teacher example on the board before second class
Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure:

· Day One
· Review PowerPoint

· Introduce project and explain objectives

· Show demo on the board (possibly create new ones before each class if it gets erased)

· Following work days

· Make sure to review notes and key terms

· Apply one point to the chessboard

· Final Day

· Notes quiz

· Students will be allowed to use their notes that they took

· Students that are finished will quietly begin working on finishing their chessboards

Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage):

· Collect quizzes and run them through the scantron
· Collect artwork
· Store art materials in specific bins and cupboards
Closure, Review & Anticipation (what’s next?):

· Relate the three projects and talk about how they fit one point perspective
· Did the class with tape hallways ultimately understand it better and/or do better on the quiz?
Supplemental activity:

· Students can work in their sketchbooks or on other assigned projects
· The final day before Spring Break will be a day that students can take their sketchbooks outside and draw perspectives from real life.
