Unit Goal(s) (what academic content standards and learning outcomes will this unit address?):

Students will be discussing the roles of culture and politics in photography and creating artwork based on their ideas and interpretations. 
Students will be exploring the meanings of Substitution and Reenacting photos and how things change based on time, placement, and intent. They will create a personally meaningful photo and be able to defend it.

Possible integration: 


Journalism – It would be interesting to do this project with a reporting type class so a student could investigate an issue and not only document it in photo but report on it. 

World Studies – a lot of the discussion is based on politics and cultural studies. It would be helpful for students to take it a step further and view these issues in a historical context or in a broader worldview. 
Rationale:


The Photo 3 students are set up as an independent study set within the Photo 2 classroom. All of the current students in Photo 3 are all female and at least most have some very strong opinions on sexism, racial issues, and other political or cultural points. I wanted to set up a project that while it seems fairly innocuous, dealt with these issues on a very meaningful level. This project is set up to be full of intent and meaning and I attempt to challenge the students to explore their ideas and feelings in an intentional, visual manner.

· Lesson One

Title: Discussion
Lesson description:


The project is really set up to be more of a single lesson but I wanted to call out the discussion separately because I feel that this discussion is key to the entire unit. The students will engage in a discussion with the teacher while going through a PowerPoint. The discussion will begin with defining substitution and reenacting photography but will work more into meaning making and intent. Discussion on the meaning of substituted photographs and cultural impacts will get the students in the mindset needed for the photography project. Students need to understand that although the project is requiring only a single photograph, the ideas, meanings, intents, preparations, and set up for the photograph will be extremely intensive. 
· Lesson Two

Title: Substitution Photography
Lesson description:


The project will be set up with four options for the students. Flowing from the discussion on meaning and intent, students will choose one of the following options:

- Animation: Take an animated film and pause it on a visually interesting scene. Take a picture of the screen or screen capture. Reenact, Substitute, and Photograph.


- Old advertisement: Find an advertisement from BEFORE 1999; the more outrageous, the better. Take a picture of the advertisement or scan it. Reenact, Substitute, and Photograph. 


- Family Photo: Find an old family photo from your childhood. The younger the better. Recreate, Reenact, and Photograph.


- Wild Card: Using the ideas that we talked about, put together a new and different Substitution and/or Reenacting Photograph. What is being substituted? How does the meaning change?

The students will be warned before they begin taking pictures that intent, meaning, and personal relevance are a requirement for this project.  As they begin to turn in their work, we will be discussing their thoughts and meanings for their work. This will factor into their overall grade on the project.  I am most interested in a well thought out and meaningful work along with a visually appealing photograph.

 Performance-based Objectives: 

· Students will create a photograph that substitutes or reenacts something of importance to them. 
· Students will be able to discuss and defend their positions and ideas. 
· Students will change meaning and understand the differences created. 
Performance-based Assessment Strategies:

· Students will photograph and upload a picture that incorporates ideas of substitution and reenacting. 
· Students will discuss in a one on one interview what their intention was with the photograph and how meaning is used, changed, and created based on ideas of politics, culture, and personal identity.

Age-appropriate Vocabulary:

(Stage Three) Learning Activity 

Getting the Classroom Environment Ready:

· Teacher should watch Saatchi for uploads from students and be ready with questions of meaning making and relevance. 
Procedures for the Teaching/Learning Structure:

· Students will be working on these at their own pace but the teacher needs to be aware of where everyone is progressing and check in with them regarding their progress. 
· Original image and unedited photos are due Tuesday April 15.
· Final edited photo is to be uploaded to Saatchi by Friday April 18. 

· When final and original photos are turned in, teacher needs to make a point of discussing meanings and changes with each student.

Clean-up Procedures (Room, Materials & Work Storage):

· Lesson one and two are taught together so they can relate to one another

· Next we will be working in some pinhole camera work. How can we incorporate ideas of meaning in that project?
Supplemental activity:

· Students have “sketchbook” photo projects to work on if they are done with these “studio” projects.
· Students will be encouraged to edit their final photos if they are ahead of other classmates (basic Photoshop skills might need to be taught, Levels crop saturation colorize etc.)
